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Insert pictures – Click and drag into a box

From iPhoto – Select iPhoto


From the computer/network – Select Finder
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Once your photo is placed, you can resize it (by using the green squares) or rotate it (by using the purple arrow in the center). 
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While the picture is selected, you can change its style by clicking on the style button on the toolbar. 
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Click and drag speech bubbles to your comic.
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Type your text in the speech bubble

Speech bubbles can be resized or rotated

Click and drag the blue dot at the end of the tail to move

Click on the orange plus sign to add another tail on your speech bubble
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Click and drag lettering for your title and captions.
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Type what you would like your text to say and then click “Place Lettering”
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You can resize your text by clicking on it (until the corner squares are green) and then dragging the corners. 

You can also rotate your text by using the purple arrows in the center
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You can change the style of your text by making sure that it is selected (green squares) and clicking on “style” on the toolbar.
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You can change the background of your entire page, by clicking near the edge of the page and clicking “style” on the toolbar
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When you are done, make sure you save!
