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Dear Parents,


Your child has brought home their first Reading Log today.  This sheet should stay in the inside front pocket (labeled Reading Log) in their S.T.A.R. binder.  Every week, your child is required to read at least 140 minutes (20 minutes per day).  These minutes should be written down each day on their Reading Log.  It is their responsibility to keep track of these minutes and get their reading log signed by a parent.  Their reading log is always due the next week on Monday.  If a parent does not sign it, I will not accept it.  If they do not read at least 140 minutes, it will count against them on their home reading grade.  Please help your child get used to the routine of keeping track of these reading minutes.  If your child chooses to read more than 140 minutes per week, they will be rewarded with various amounts of Van Dyke dollars.  Let me know if you have any questions.  Again, please make sure that the Reading Log stays in your child’s S.T.A.R. binder until next Monday, when they will turn it in.  Don’t forget to sign it!  Thank you so much for your support at home!
