The Trial of The Big Bad Wolf vs. The Three Little Pigs
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The remaining class members become the jury. Select one jury member to act as foreperson. 

Setting: In a courtroom

Bailiff:   This is the case of A. Wolf.   Judge (insert student name) 

              presiding. All rise.

Judge: You may be seated. Let’s begin with the opening 

   statements. We will first hear from the prosecution.

Prosecutor: Thank you, Your Honor. I intend to prove to the jury that Mr. A. 

Wolf intentionally ingested two harmless little piggies and was out to 

do exactly the same thing to the third little piggy. He also destroyed 

two houses and was working on his third on the day in question. Thank 

you.

Judge: And now let us hear from the defense.

Defender: Thank you, Your Honor. What the prosecution has presented is 

completely inaccurate. Mr. A. Wolf was simply trying to borrow a cup 

of sugar from his neighbor and a terrible cold caused him to sneeze, which created the impression that the wolf was trying to blow down the pig’s house. Nothing could be further from the truth and that is what I hope to prove to you today. Thank you.

Judge: Thank you. Let us begin this case. Mr./Ms. Prosecutor, please call 

your first witness.

Prosecutor: The prosecution calls the police to the stand.

Bailiff: Raise your right hand. Do you swear to tell the truth, the whole 

truth, and nothing but the truth?

Police (together): We do.

Judge: Please be seated.

Prosecutor: What did you find when you came upon the scene?

Police 1: We arrived as the wolf was huffing and puffing in an attempt to 

blow down the house.

Prosecutor: What did you do when you saw the wolf?

Police 2: After speaking to the pig, we arrested the wolf.

Prosecutor: What evidence have you found?

Police 1: At the home of the defendant, the wolf, we found what appeared to 

be sugar and other ingredients in a mixing bowl.

Police 2: We are currently having it tested in our lab and will have the 

results within the next 24 hours.

Prosecutor: Thank you. No further questions.

Judge: (To police) You may step down.

Prosecutor: The prosecution calls the Pig to the stand.

Bailiff: Raise your right hand. Do you swear to tell the truth, the whole 

truth, and nothing but the truth?

Pig: Yes.

Judge: Please be seated.

Prosecutor: Is it true that the wolf destroyed your brother’s home?

Pig: Yes. I heard strange noises and looked outside to see the wolf blowing 

down the house.

Prosecutor: What did you see after that?

Pig: I was just about to go outside when I saw the wolf enjoying a… oh, it’s 

just so terrible… I can’t even bear to think about it!

Prosecutor: I know it’s hard, but please go on.

Pig: I’m sorry. When I looked outside, the wolf was enjoying a (sniff, sniff)… 

a ham dinner!

(The jury gasps loudly)

Prosecutor: The wolf alleges that you made fun of his granny by saying she 

could quote, “sit on a pin”. Is this true?

Pig: No! He must have misunderstood me! I said his granny was good with a 

pin.

Prosecutor: Thank you. I have no further questions, Your Honor.

Judge: You may step down, Mr./Ms. Pig.

Prosecutor: The prosecution calls the Wolf’s Granny to the stand.

Bailiff: Raise your right hand. Do you swear to tell the truth, the whole 

truth, and nothing but the truth?

Wolf’s Granny: I do.

Judge: You may be seated.

Prosecutor: Did you celebrate a birthday recently?

Wolf’s Granny: Why, yes I did sonny!

Prosecutor: Do you know anything about the cake your grandson was baking?

Wolf’s Granny: No, but he is so sweet and kind. It’s just like him to do 

something like that.

Prosecutor: Have you ever known your grandson to have a bad temper?

Wolf’s Granny: Only when someone teases him.

Prosecutor: Or when someone teases you?

Wolf’s Granny: I suppose so.

Prosecutor: Thank you. No further questions, Your Honor. The prosecution 

rests.

Judge: You may step down. Defense, please call your first witness.

Defender: The defense calls A. Wolf to the stand.

Bailiff: Please raise your right hand. Do you swear to tell the truth, the 

whole truth, and nothing but the truth?

Wolf: Yes.

Judge: You may be seated.

Defender: Did you destroy the pigs’ houses on purpose?

Wolf: No, I just had a bad cold and had to sneeze.

Defender: Why did you go to the pigs’ homes?

Wolf: I needed to borrow a cup of sugar for my old granny’s birthday cake.

Defender: Why did you eat the first two pigs?

Wolf: Well, I was hungry. You know what they say, starve a fever and feed a 

cold. Or is it starve a cold and feed a fever? Either way, would you 

leave a hamburger just lying there?

Defender: Thank you. No further questions.

Judge: You may step down, Mr. Wolf.

Defender: The defense calls the police officers to the stand.

Bailiff: Please remember you are under oath.

Judge: You may be seated.

Defender: Officers, what did you see when you arrived on the scene?

Police 1: We already told you. The wolf appeared to be trying to blow down 

the pig’s house.

Defender: Since you yourself happen to be a pig, do you have anything 

against my client since he is a wolf?

Police 2: Why no, some of our best friends are wolves!

Defender: Do you really expect us to believe that?

Prosecutor: I object!

Defender: I withdraw the question, Your Honor. Couldn’t you have mistaken 

the wolf’s sneeze as an attempt to blow down the house?

Police 1: No, the wolf was very angry.

Police 2: He thought the pig was making fun of his granny.

Defender: Thank you. I have no further questions.

Judge:  You may step down.

Defender: The defense calls the reporter to the stand.

Bailiff: Raise your right hand. Do you swear to tell the truth, the whole 

truth, and nothing but the truth?

Reporter: I do.

Judge: You may be seated.

Defender: You like selling a lot of newspapers, don’t you?

Reporter: Why of course. That’s how I make my living.

Defender: A boring story about a wolf with a cold wouldn’t sell many papers, 

would it?

Reporter: No sir/ma’am, it would not.

Defender: Could this be the reason you concocted this story about the wolf 

blowing down the house in the first place?

Reporter: No! That wolf was huffing and puffing and –

Defender: Thank you. No further questions. The defense rests, Your Honor.

Judge: You may step down. 

Judge: (To jury)  Now that you have heard all of the information from both 

sides, it is up to you to decide if Mr. A. Wolf is innocent or guilty. 

Please take your time, and think carefully about the evidence 

presented today. When you all agree, you may return from the 

deliberating room with your verdict. Good luck.

The jury is supposed to reach a unanimous verdict. In the interest of time, you may decide to go with majority rule. 

When the jury comes back:

Judge: Have you reached a verdict?

Foreperson: We have, Your Honor. We, the jury, find in favor of the (wolf or 

pig).

Judge: Thank you very much for your time and service today. Case closed!
