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The air cell is the pocket of air in the wide part of the egg.

The watery semi-solid “white” of an egg is called the albumen.  It provides the developing embryo with food and water.

The “white spot” on a yolk is called the germ spot.  If the egg is fertilized and kept warm then the embryo will begin to develop from this spot.

The hard protective covering of the egg is called the shell.  This has many tiny pores that allow air and moisture to pass in and out of the egg.

The two twisted strands (cords) of albumen at each end of the yolk are called the chalazae.  These anchor the yolk in the center of the shell.

The shell membrane is the thin layers inside the shell.  When the egg is cracked, these will usually stick to the shell.

The yellow of an egg is called the yolk.  This is the primary source of food for a growing embryo.

Be ready to compare the embryo between the first time that we candled the egg to the second time. How was it different?

It is supposed to take 21 days for an embryo to develop into a chick. 

Before you can take the chick out of the incubator, you must wait until the chick’s feathers are dry.
