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· Many of the trails that led west started in Independence, Missouri.

· The pioneers were worried about the many hardships, or troubles, they could encounter on the trail.

· A pioneer is a person who settles a new area.

· A wagon train is a long line of wagons that travel west as a group.

· Prairies are areas of rolling land of tall grasses.

· Many pioneers traveled west on the Oregon Trail.

· Some people used the trails to find gold in California, while others headed towards Oregon to see the beautiful land.  

· The pioneers often put their eggs in their flour, so that the eggs would not break during the trip.

· Many pioneers wrote down their daily adventures in a journal, which they called a diary.

· It was best to leave for the trip west during the month of May.

· The procedure the pioneers used to keep their meat from rotting was called jerking.

· The top of the covered wagon was made out of canvas.

· The pioneers used landmarks in order to know where they were along the trail.

· The trip to Oregon usually took between 5-6 months.

· Buffalo chips could be used to make a fire if no wood was available.

· Pioneer children would have to do many chores, such as milking the cows, fetching water, watching the cattle, and cooking.

· The pioneers ate biscuits, potatoes, bacon, dried meat, and eggs during the trip west.

· If supplies were needed during the journey, the pioneers could stock up at a fort.

· The pioneers faced many dangers such as mud, dust, sickness, Indians, and steep mountains.

· Pioneers often moved west on the Oregon Trail for an adventure, to start a new life, to get free land, to find gold, or to live in a beautiful new area.
