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The Bill of Rights is a list of important rights and freedoms.

The Constitution is the official document of the United States providing the framework for our government.

An amendment is a change or addition to the Constitution.

A colony is a place that is ruled by another country.

The American Revolution is the war between the British and the colonists in which the colonists were fighting for independence.

A tax is money paid to support the government.

The Boston Tea Party is the name of the event that occurred when the colonists boycotted England’s tax by throwing tea in the harbor.

Colonists are a group of people who live in a colony.

The Constitutional Convention was the 16-week meeting of 12 colonies to plan a new government.

The Declaration of Independence is the statement announcing the colonies’ freedom from England.

Congress is made up of the House of Representatives and the Senate.

Thomas Jefferson wrote the Declaration of Independence.

James Madison took notes at the Constitutional Convention and suggested the three branches of government.

George Washington was an army leader during the American Revolution and our first president.

Benjamin Franklin was a famous inventor known for discovering electricity as well as helping to write the Constitution.

The President appoints the Supreme Court justices.

In order to become President, you have to be at least 35 years old, you have to have been born in the United States, and you need to be a U.S. Citizen.
The American Revolution began because the colonists wanted to be a free country.

An ambassador is a person who represents his or her country in another country.

The Legislative Branch is the Congress.  It meets in the Capitol building and makes the laws.

The Executive Branch is made up by the President.  It meets in the White House and makes sure the laws are carried out.

The Judicial Branch is made up by the Supreme Court judges.  It meets in the Supreme Court building and makes sure that the laws are fair.

The leader of our country is called the President.

We elect the leader of our country by voting.
The Vice-President acts as President of the Senate.

There are 9 Supreme Court judges.

HOW A BILL BECOMES A LAW

1. A bill is introduced to the House of Representatives.

2. It must pass by a simple majority vote in the House to continue to the Senate.

3. The bill goes to the Senate and must pass by a simple majority vote to continue.

4. It goes to the President who can sign it or veto it.

5. If it is signed by the President, it becomes a law.

6. If the President does not sign it, it goes back to Congress where it must pass a 2/3 majority of each house to become a law.
